I work with students on an individual and small group setting. I design my own curriculum that I facilitate and I report back to both agencies on a weekly basis. I coordinate through the schools a time that I mentor students during non-academic time so that they can improve on skills such as decision making, drug/alcohol use, gambling , stress management, anger management, social anxiety, and self esteem. I have recently taken on the responsibility of developing a peer mentoring program at Building 21 high school in Allentown that will pair 9th graders with 10th graders and they will be asked to help guide them through high school with friendship skills, club choices, and academic support.
