My educational background, school experience, and dedication to the field of School Psychology qualify me for this position. 	I am currently working at MaST Community Charter School as a School Psychologist. I conduct psycho-educational evaluations and re-evaluations in adherence to state guidelines. In addition, I provide counseling and psychological services to students ages kindergarten through twelfth grade. I also lead Multi-Tiered Systems of Support (MTSS) meetings weekly and consult with teachers and parents to provide appropriate interventions for students. 

	I graduated in May 2017 with Ed.M. degree from Teachers College, Columbia University. I successfully completed two practicums where I performed comprehensive evaluations including cognitive, achievement, and socio-emotional functioning of clients and provided empirically based recommendations. Additionally, I successfully completed a field-based practicum at an alternative high school, where I helped students succeed academically, socially, and emotionally through consultation, evaluation, therapeutic intervention, counseling, collaboration, and research. I administered comprehensive psycho-educational evaluations to clients, as well as provided individual and group counseling related to academic performance, behavior management, social skills, and family and peer relationships. 

During the 2017-2018 school year, I completed a year-long internship at Collingswood Public Schools, engaged in ongoing individual and group counseling with elementary, middle, and high school students, as well as provided weekly character education training to elementary school students. This internship also allowed me the opportunity to conduct psycho-educational evaluations using a wide variety of assessments to determine eligibility for special education services. In addition, I conducted functional behavioral assessments to identify functions of students’ behaviors and have developed behavior plans for individual students. I also worked in collaboration with teachers as well as parents, providing weekly workshops to help parents learn and develop various parenting skills. 

	
These experiences have broadened my understanding of the importance of collaboration between school representatives, the community, students, and their families. Utilizing the knowledge of supervisors, teachers, parents, and school personnel is essential to providing multifaceted services for students. I believe education is at the core of students’ personal growth and is of fundamental importance for their development.
