I have a respectable amount of experience in relational support, database management and youth development. In August of 2018 I graduated from Southeastern University, located in Lakeland, Florida with a Bachelor of Science degree in Children, Youth and Family Ministry and minor in Psychology. Since then, I’ve served as an Outreach Worker helping to both advocate for and serve the homeless population within Montgomery County.

· There is much to be said about my position as an Outreach Worker, where the priority was to enroll individuals who appeared to be sleeping outside and assign them to a waitlist for shelter or permanant housing. As a mandatory reporter a person’s first job is to assess an individuals vulnerability, file a report and then provide an action plan to help that person or family. 
· In terms of work management many co-workers would define me as being organized, competitive, and adaptable to change. This has further ensured the success of any team, company or organization I’ve worked with. As a person I have also been defined as teachable and aware of cross-cultural differences or sensitivities. My goal is to always meet people right where they’re at and take the time to listen or ask questions.

· Interning with The Porchlight allowed me to witness first-hand the effects of sex-trafficking and the methods that can be taken to help these same women regain their independence. Whether that’s mental and emotional rehabilitation or college preparation, the goal was to equip them for success. This position challenged and grew my administrative skills, but it also equipped me to better serve those who come to me for guidance.
These are just a few of the experiences that have helped shape me into where I am now and what I plan to pursue in the future working both with youth and their families. My walk with the Lord has been powerfully impacted both personally and spiritually through what I’ve been able to partner with or lead in.
