To Whom It May Concern:

I am a school psychologist looking for a position in a school district. I have received my license as of February 4, 2019.    

I have an array of skills that are exemplified in the following circumstances. The first occurrence was when I was counseling a high school student with high functioning autism who appeared to have schizophrenic tendencies and low self-esteem. The counseling provided various supports through promoting self-awareness and self-soothing, as well as facilitating the student's self-analysis of cognitions and behaviors. At times, the student necessitated a suicide screening. When the student relayed symptoms of a presumed panic attack I remained calm and compassionate validating the intensity of the experience, and the fear that the experience may reoccur. I encouraged the student to meet with his general doctor but mentioned that the panic attack may be as a result of psychological processes. 

The second experience was with a Kindergarten teacher who requested consultation with a student who exhibited defiance, inattention, and hyperactivity. I began the process by observing her classroom, and recognized a lack of transitional engagements between activities, few and inconsistent reinforcements, as well as disorganization of classroom procedures. I hypothesized that the student may need a structured classroom to thrive. Using my past experiences and knowledge of best practices, I provided the teacher with techniques and interventions for classroom management and students with behavior issues. I proposed inculcating classroom routine, enforcing classroom rules along with a reward system, as well as body movement during transitions. While meeting with the teacher, I ensured her integrity and respect by creating a collaborative atmosphere. Lastly, I maintained a relationship with the teacher by monitoring and providing further consultations. 

A third experience was when an LDTC had requested that I administer psychological and educational batteries on a minority student. The LDTC explained that it was not necessary for me to be compliant and complete the report before the compliance date. I felt uncomfortable with this suggestion and completed the report within the timeframe outlined in the NJ code. Additionally, I enjoyed testing the student and developed rapport to the extent of being embraced by the student.

My problem solving approach uses data and strong listening skills and transparent communication skills. I address problems that arise with fidelity, integrity, and respect for diversity. Additionally, I approach the problems with relevant knowledge under the district's tutelage. I remain relevant to students, teachers, and families to maintain efficacy when encountering challenges. Flexibility and willingness are qualities that will optimize the problem solving process when integrating new ideas and approaches that best fit the individual needs of a student, teacher, or parent.
