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Presenter: Dr. Terri Erbacher has practiced as a school psychologist with the Delaware County Intermediate Unit since 1999 and has been a professor of psychology at the Philadelphia College of Osteopathic Medicine since 2007. Dr. Erbacher is past President for the Philadelphia Chapter of the American Foundation for Suicide Prevention, past Chair of the Delaware County Suicide Prevention Task Force, and served as a Clinical Scientific Advisor on the Board of Directors of Survivor of Suicide, Inc. She currently serves on the Executive Committee of the Pennsylvania Youth Suicide Prevention Initiative and is the Crisis Prevention Committee Chairperson on the Executive Board of the Association of School Psychologists of Pennsylvania. 
Dr. Erbacher has received multiple awards for suicide prevention and service to the community, including those from Survivors of Suicide, the Delaware County Suicide Prevention Task Force, the Delaware County Intermediate Unit, and the American Foundation for Suicide Prevention.
Dr. Terri is an author, distinguished speaker, guest expert in the media, and often consults and responds to local school districts in the aftermath of a critical incident. Her specialized expertise centers around crisis management in schools, suicide prevention and risk assessment, as well as grief and traumatic loss. 

Purpose:  Clinical assessment and management of suicide risk may be forever changed post-COVID19. During the pandemic, clinicians are finding themselves unexpectedly doing telehealth and telecounseling, yet working with suicidal clients virtually presents unique challenges and can create fear and anxiety for clinicians. This session will introduce suicide risk factors including racial and socioeconomic disparities indicated during and after the COVID19 pandemic. Both challenges as well as tips and strategies for assessing risk in a virtual world will be presented. This includes building relationships virtually and assessing the social, financial and emotional impact of COVID19. Research on intervening with suicidal clients virtually will also be presented. Participants will leave this workshop with many specific tips and strategies and skills that can be implemented immediately.
Objectives:  As a result of this interactive workshop, participants will learn how to be able to:
· Outline suicide risk factors including racial disparities indicated with COVID19

· Describe challenges and strategies in conducting virtual suicide risk assessments

· List questions regarding the COVID19 pandemic to integrate into risk assessments

· Discuss research-based strategies to effectively intervene virtually with suicidal clients
