3. Learn positive behavior support methods that prevent common behavior problems in field-specific direct practice or service delivery.
4. Learn to identify valuable resources for basis low-level interventions to address common behavior problems.
5. Learn to identify when specialized interventions and referral systems are the recommended action within comparative contexts.
