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Presenter:  Dr. Deborah Deaton is an educational psychologist and a certified school psychologist with specialized training in human development, learning theories, assessment, counseling, program evaluation, and intervention research. Dr. Deaton’s original research focused on using Video-Self Modeling (VSM), an intervention grounded in Bandura’s Socio-cognitive theories, to address social skills deficits in children with Autism Spectrum Disorders (ASD). Since 1996, Dr. Deaton has also worked in various clinical and administrative capacities to help clients and students with behavioral disorders. She currently serves as CORA’s Director of Specialized Services, helping CORA develop a robust array of specialized services for children with developmental disorders and enabling optimum inclusion in their early childhood community centers and schools. 

Purpose:  The purpose of this presentation is to help practitioners better apply evidence-based interventions based on further clarification of the nature of the problem of oppositionality and defiance in children. First, participants will explore the neurodivergent and neurotypical concepts of disability and the development of antisocial behaviors in light of new trauma research. Special considerations will be given to stages of development and presenting behaviors compared to maladaptive and antisocial characteristics. Next, participants will examine differences and similarities in presenting problems in ASD children with challenging behaviors and those with ODD diagnosis (or in some instances both). There will be review of seminal contributions on childhood developmental tasks, recent research on disordered development, and present focus on trauma theories’ impact on self-preservation. Participants are invited to share professional experiences in order to develop evidence-based applications in practice or consultation to help solidify the application of new concepts using the “Nature of the Problem” grid.  

Intended Audience:  This program will benefit Psychologists, Social Workers, Mental Health Counselors, Educators, Principals, Teachers, Graduate Students, and other practitioners within mental health and education who provide direct services and/or parent/teacher consultation.

Objectives:  As a result of this interactive workshop, participants will be able to:
· Learn to identify the particular dimensions of Oppositional Defiant Disorder.

· Learn to distinguish unique characteristics of ASD related to oppositionality and consider evidence of comorbidity.

· Learn to identify primary biological and environmental underpinnings of oppositionality.

· Learn to identify and apply practical behavioral and cognitive-behavioral interventions to address challenging behaviors and practice using them.
