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Presenter:  Dr. Howard Stevenson is the Constance Clayton Professor of Urban Education, Professor of Africana Studies, in the Human Development & Quantitative Methods Division of the Graduate School of Education at the University of Pennsylvania. He is the Executive Director of the Racial Empowerment Collaborative, designed to promote racial literacy in education, health, and community institutions. He was the former Director of Forward Promise.  He is a nationally recognized clinical psychologist and researcher on negotiating racial conflicts. He received the 2020 Gittler Prize, by Brandeis University, for outstanding and lasting scholarly contributions to racial, ethnic, and/or religious relations. He was also listed in the 2021 RHSU Edu-Scholar Public Influence Rankings of the top university-based scholars in the U.S. who did the most to shape educational practice and policy. In 2021, Dr. Stevenson was elected to membership in the National Academy of Education (NAED).   Dr. Stevenson’s research focuses on helping children and adults assert themselves during face-to-face microaggressions. Key to this racial healing work is the use of culture to reduce in-the-moment threat reactions, increase access to memory, physical mobility, and voice, and prevent long-term health detriment. He is the father of two sons, Bryan and Julian.

Purpose:  Navigating the stress of racial conflict or conversation is not easy. Recent racial hostility across the nation has led educational and mental health institutions serving children and families to reform how they address racial injustice. Moreover, therapists and educators are overwhelmed as to what to do. Less understood and discussed is how racial stress and conflict influence processes essential in competent case management and counseling. This workshop will focus on the basics of resolving racially stressful encounters in collegial and therapeutic relationships, but also in working ethically with clients of color. We will discuss ways leaders and therapists can understand how to manage racial stress in therapy and professional relationship through racial socialization and literacy skills building.

Participants will learn racial literacy strategies of storytelling and emotional regulation to use in face-to-face encounters with parents, colleagues, and youth by:
 

1. Identifying the research on how engaging racial encounters directly can improve children and families use of mental health services 
2. Utilize strategies to decrease avoidant-racial coping behaviors during racially stressful moments at work with colleagues, supervisors, supervisees and in therapeutic sessions with clients

3. Demonstrate racial literacy skills of in-the-moment racial stress reduction and mindfulness (calculate, locate, communicate, breath, and exhale-CLCBE) strategies
